You do not have to use a double line or leader if you do not want to; if you do, the following applies.

The Maximum combined length allowed  above for either Light or Heavy Tackle is the maximum length of Double Line and Leader when added together and neither the Double Line nor the Leader may exceed the maximum length allowed within the maximum combined length allowed.

When measuring the Maximum combined length of your Terminal Tackle for each line class, it is done from the knot forming the Double line, right through to the last part of the Hook; the last part of the last Hook if using 2. 

When your Terminal Tackle is being checked at the weighin,you will see that the Hook is fitted to the Tape and the leader measured, then the Double line to check that each are not over the maximum length allowed and that the combined length of both is not over the maximum combined length allowed.
All Lines used must be of a type that is approved for use within the Rules and Equipment Regulations.

Lines: If you are using a doule line, it must be of the same line you are fishing with.

           If you are using the same line through out on your Reel, there are no restricting Regulations.

           If you are using Reel Packing that is not attached to your line, there are no restricting Regulations.
           If you are using Reel Backing of approved fishing line, that IS attached to your line, both lines will

               be tested for line class and should one test higher than the other, the heavier test will be selected.

The Measurements and Equipment Regulations below are for all Line Classes

Hooks:  Use this Guide for all Hook Rigging and hook arrangements.

In Skirted Lures, up to 2 single hooks of different sizes if you wish, may be rigged, but they must be separated apart by the length of the biggest hook used. You may ‘gang’ 2 hooks by passing the point of one hook through the eye of the other, if you wish.
The Maximum distance apart that 2 hooks can be rigged in a skirted Lure is 304.8mm., of course some part of the hook or last hook is using 2 must be in some part of the Skirt Material.

In Bait Rigging, the same Rules apply to hooks except that both hooks if using 2 must be firmly embedded or securely attached to the Bait. However,the maximum distance apart that the 2 hooks can be rigged is 457.2mm.

In Live Baiting, Only non offset Circle Hoohs may be used for live Baiting.

In Non Skirted Lures, ie Plugs and other Hard Bodied Lures, there can be up to 3 sets of hooks of Single, Double or Triple hook design or any combination of the 3 types.

ALL MUST BE FREE SWINGING and NO BAIT may be attached to DOUBLE OR TREBLE HOOKS !

In Cut Hooks, See Illustration 01 When a hook is cut to lengthen it, the balance of the material past the first cut will be deemed to be part of the Leader and measured that way.
In Assist Hooks, See Illustration 02 Assist hooks and other such single hooks attached on a Lead to any Artificial Lure or Jig, cannot have a Lead any longer than 1 ½ times the length of the Hook..and…that the total length of the Lead cannot be longer than 101mm.
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
